2. Location. Where will the artist be housed if this is an option? Is parking available?  Where will the artist work? What facilities (buildings equipment, library/archives) on the property will the artist have access and when.  If not housed. When is the artist expected to be on site? When is the site/space available Example from Langdon House the artist will have access seven days per week for the month of August, during normal business hours. The artist will be expected to be onsite during museum open hours, Friday through Sunday, 11am to 5pm. The studio will also be open to the public during these hours. The studio will contain worktables, lights, chairs, and electric power access.
3. Public engagement is at the heart of this residency program. The selected artist works with staff to develop opportunities for diverse public engagement to further the dialogue about conservation stewardship through their art. Such programs and events may include studio visits, hands-on participation in a public art project, workshops or guided tours. The artist must participate in at least X formal public programs during their residency.  Exhibit their work created during the residency available through an installation, exhibit or performance within X amount of time of the residency. The artist will conduct X public workshops,  offered on …… A family-oriented workshop will be offered as well as an adult level workshop. Example from Langdon House: The artist will be present in the studio during Art ‘Round Town, Portsmouth’s monthly gallery walk, on Friday, August 3 from 5-8pm. 

4. Public Presentation: It is vitally important that artists share their work and the experience of its creation through all media channels, including social platforms such as Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, etc. Personal blogs are also an important means of communication.

5. Work created: Ownership of Materials: All materials created by Artist pursuant to or related to this contract, including, but not limited to, any and all writings, notes, designs, sketches, drawings, graphics, displays, still images, moving images, videos, music, computer files, data, hardware and/or software will be the sole and exclusive property of the museum. Artist acknowledges that all services Artist provides under this contract are provided as an independent contractor on a work-for-hire basis. Copyright and any other intellectual property right in any work resulting from or related to the performance of the services under this contract will vest and be held in the name of the museum. Alternatively: The artist will create a work based on research done at or about the site, during the time of the residency. At the end of the residency period, the work will be sold to raise funds for the artist residency program or the museum may decide to accession the piece. OR All work created during the residency is the artists’ property. Or the Artwork for sale during the residency? If so is the museum handling sales or the artist? What is the museum’s commission policy (10 -25%): Example artwork may be exhibited in the Gallery in the X. The artist is responsible for transporting any work from the premises at the end of your residency. Does the artist retain copyright to the design for the completed work? Example: National Park Service 49% of AiR require artists to donate work of arts (including the full intellectual rights) created during or as a result of a residency. 
6. Compensation/Stipend: Specify amount being given the residency. Paid in installments? Initial payment and at end of the residency? Does the artist need to invoice? Will you include a stipend to cover the cost of materials or are artists expected to provide their own work materials? Final payment may be withheld if the Resident does not complete the Residency Program or this Agreement is terminated prior to completion of the Residency Program. 
7.  Notices: Any and all notices required to be given by either of the parties hereto, unless otherwise stated in this agreement, shall be in writing and be deemed communicated when mailed in the United States mail, certified, return receipt requested, addressed as follows: 
8. Attorney Fees: Should any litigation be commenced between the parties hereto concerning this Agreement, the prevailing party shall be entitled, in addition to any other relief as may be granted, to court costs and reasonable attorneys' fees as determined by a Court of competent jurisdiction. This provision shall be deemed to be a separate contract between the parties and shall survive any default, termination or forfeiture of this Agreement.

9. Force Majeure: Any delays in or failure of performance by Resident shall not constitute a breach or default hereunder if and to the extent such delays or failures of performance are caused by occurrences beyond the reasonable control of Resident, including but not limited to, acts of God or the public enemy; compliance with any order or request of any governmental authority; fires, floods, explosion, accidents; riots, strikes or other concerted acts of workmen, whether direct or indirect; or any causes, whether or not of the same class or kind as those specifically named above, which are not within the reasonable control of Resident. In the event that any event of force majeure as herein defined occurs, Resident shall be entitled to a reasonable extension of time for performance of its Services under this Agreement.

10. Personal Conduct: You are expected to represent yourself and the museum in a professional manner. Please note that smoking and …….. is prohibited anywhere in the museum/site, and that you are expected to leave your accommodations in the same condition as you found them. Possession of illegal drugs or firearms will result in immediate termination of the residency.

11. Discrimination Prohibited: In performing the Services required herein, the Resident shall not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity/expression, national origin or ancestry, age or disability. 
12. Compliance with Laws: In performing the scope of services required hereunder, Resident shall comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, and codes of Federal, State, and local governments.

13. Changes: The museum may, from time to time, request changes in the Scope of Services to be performed hereunder. Such changes, including any increase or decrease in the amount of Resident's compensation, which are mutually agreed upon by and between the museum and Resident, shall be incorporated in written amendments to this Agreement executed by both parties.

14. Termination for Cause: If, through any cause, Resident shall fail to fulfill in a timely and proper manner its obligations under this Agreement, or if Resident shall violate any of the covenants, agreements, or stipulations of this Agreement or the use of space agreement, the museum shall thereupon have the right to terminate this Agreement by giving written notice to Resident of such termination and specifying the effective date thereof at least fifteen (15) days before the effective date of such termination. Notwithstanding the above, Resident shall not be relieved of liability to the historic site for damages sustained by the museum by virtue of any breach of this Agreement by Resident, and the historic site may withhold any payments to Resident for the purposes of set-off until such time as the exact amount of damages due the museum from Resident is determined. This provision shall survive the termination of this agreement and shall not relieve Resident of its liability to the historic site for damages.

15. Termination for Convenience of the museum:  The museum may terminate this Agreement at any time by giving at least fifteen (15) days’ notice in writing to the Resident. If the Agreement is terminated by the museum as provided herein, Resident will receive any remaining stipend amount owed under this Agreement. If this Agreement is terminated due to the fault of Resident, Section 19 hereof relative to termination shall apply.

16. Severability: If any part of this Agreement is held to be invalid or unenforceable, such holding will not affect the validity or enforceability of any other part of this Agreement so long as the remainder of the Agreement is reasonably capable of completion.

17. Entire Agreement: This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the parties and supersedes any and all other agreements or understandings, oral of written, whether previous to the execution hereof or contemporaneous herewith.

18. Non-Appropriation: Should funding become not available, due to lack of appropriation, the musuem may terminate this agreement upon 30 (thirty) days notice.
19. Applicable Law: This Agreement shall be governed by and construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of …………, and the ordinances of the City/Town of ……………...
